Gelatin peptone 5,5 Malt extract 13
Yeast extract 0,5
Preparation

Suspend 19 grams of the medium in one liter of distilled water. Mix well and dissolve by heating with frequent agitation. Boil for one minute until complete
dissolution. Dispense into appropriate containers and sterilize in autoclave at 118°C for 15 minutes. DO NOT OVEARHEAT.

Instructions for use

- Use standard procedures to inoculate the sample material into the Malt Extract Agar tubes.
- Incubate the tubes at 30+2°C for 18-72 hours.
